What is it:  A collection of assignments with a specific focus done for junior year  courses .
Where is it done:  Weebly.com (see example at http://ags17coopern.weebly.com) 
What is expected: Students will regularly (on their own) add assignments to their portfolio. 
Some class time may be given in APLang and/or APUSH to revise the focus question and work on reflections. The assignments added must all have a connection to the ISSN Performance Outcomes AND, relate to an individually constructed focus question regarding Native American culture. 
Specifics:

Home Page
· Your question

· This question may be revised throughout the year, but must be finalized by the end of March.  Question must address cultural interaction, competition, cooperation, or conflict regarding Native Americans and non-natives.
· You can also add additional visual elements that reflect your knowledge of the topic on this page, including photos (correctly cited, if necessary), slide show images from the SW trip, original artwork, original music, etc.
ISSN Pillar Pages- Think of these like Annotated Bibliography entries as you will be using them as 

the grounds for your reasons in your Reflection Paper.
· Basic Requirements
· Title/Label of the assignment and date completed

· If the assignment referenced an outside source (book, article, etc.), correct MLA citation should be included

· Each entry must include an uploaded file or picture of the assignment

· A paragraph reflection must address how the entry connects to the applicable Performance Outcomes (Investigate the World, Recognize Perspectives, Communicate Ideas, Take Action) for the appropriate content area (English, History, Science, Math, World Languages)

· Take Action
· The sources and/or examples for the pillar/page will mostly be developed during the SW/New Mexico trip.

· Other examples may be included, but are not required
Reflection Page
· 3-5 page paper, to be completed AFTER the SW trip to New Mexico, that answers your research question

· Must include evidence from the entire portfolio
Content Requirements:

· Quantity of entries
· 2 examples from English for EACH* page (6 total examples )

· 2 examples from History for EACH page (6 total examples)

· 1 example from Science for the portfolio (1 total example)

· 1 example from Math for the portfolio (1 total example)

· 1 example from World Languages (1 total example)
· 2 examples in Take Action**

*For the 3 pillar pages: Investigate the World, Recognize Perspectives, and Communicate Ideas

**Take Action page can only have examples from your IBL and from the SW Trip

What counts as an assignment?

· Summer reading.

·  ANY reading or writing you do if you can meaningfully connect it to the focus question. This includes reading done outside of class (ex. Articles Ms. Cooper has posted on her weebly regarding the NDAPL protest) as well as smaller assignments like warm-ups or single questions.  Your REFLECTION is what is significant. 
· Projects
